Mr. Pavel Gospodinov, UNDP, presented himself in
brief and announced the beginning of his work as a
Project Director replacing Mr. Carsten Germer on this
position. He mentioned the long term cooperation
between UNDP and GEF in the field of environmental
protection and noted that at the current moment there
were five active projects in this area as three of them
were working specifically on Rio Conventions issues —
the Rhodope Project, the Sustainable Land
Management Project and Building the Local Capacity for
Promoting Energy Efficiency Project. He qualified the
Rio Conventions Project goals as complex and
ambitious having in mind the attitude towards the
environmental issues in Bulgaria in general. Mr.
Gospodinov mentioned the expected project benefits
for the state employees entrusted with the decision-
making through direct planning and development of
management strategies, achievement of main UNDP
and GEF goals, as well as efficiency and structural
improvement of environmental assessments in the
development of future regional development projects.
Despite the fact that Rio Conventions project is working
at central level, Mr. Gospodinov expressed his
confidence that experts and data directly connected with
the issues at local level are also utilized within the
project activities. He stated that this direction of the
project would support the implementation of the Rio
Conventions requirements, as well as the coordination
of the activities of different institutions engaged in the
field.

Mr. Momchil Karaivanov, District Administration
Smolian, thanked for the presented information as he
also underlined the importance and the necessity of the
project activities. He suggested that results from similar,
recently completed projects could be incorporated in the
Rio Conventions project framework, in order to ensure a
constant improvement of the project work. Mr.
Karaivanov expressed his opinion that regions with well
preserved environment, in which most of the activities
are environmental friendly, could be additionally
promoted. As an example he pointed the Smolian
District and mentioned some good practices and
positive results in that respect. He stressed that such
regions could be supported with additional funding if
they demonstrate good results in the field of
environmental protection, thus generating interest
towards such activities. Mr. Karaivanov also suggested
that opportunities for additional financing of targeted
activities in the field of environmental protection to be
explored in order to stimulate local communities and to
promote and disseminate such an approach to regional
development throughout the country.

Prof. Vesselina Troeva, University for Architecture,
Construction and Geodesy (UACG), recommended that
methods for a distant data generation were used when
preparing the indicators, since in many cases this was
the most accessible and credible information. She also
suggested to develop a set of joint recommendations in
the final stages of the project (and on the basis of the
project experience). Such recommendations for instance
could focus on the following themes: access to up-to-
date, detailed and trustworthy data regarding the status
of the environment; introduction of environmental
training subjects to different age groups of students;
restructuring/ development of regional and local
authorities engaged in territorial planning and
environmental protection in order to achieve a better
coordination in their activities.
