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Institute drew attention to the significance of the
indicators developed under the project, specifyca
those concerning the use of renewable energy
sources (RES) and enquired as to why they wer
not included in the Prototype GIS. He underlineg
that their development and addoption in various
official documents and procedures of the state
administration was a very good way for their
implementation and fulfillment of their potential.

Mrs. Natalia Dimitrova made a brief review of th
development and formulation of indicator 7 with
emphasis on RES and energy activities. She
reminded that the inclusion of this indicator was
inspired by the adoption by the EU Parliament o
23.04.2009 of the Energy — Climate Package (al
called Package 20-20-20), which aims to suppofr
the monitoring as to how regional development
policies support fulfillment of the commitments o
the Bulgarian government in the field of combati
climate change. She also recalled for consultatig
with representatives of the Energy Efficiency
Agency, which found that the Agency was alreac
at the final stages of development of its network
and it was expected, that by the end of 2010 the
data regarding this indicator would be available
the energy efficiency part at district level. Ms.
Dimitrova said that as regards the portion of
indicators related to achieving national targets in
the field of RES, the data was being collected by
the Ministry of Economy, Energy and Tourism
(MEET), which was still due to adopt a National
Action Plan in the field of RES thus the delayhe
data collection process.
